“At a local parish council meeting in 1991
there was much debate about the vexed
question of obtaining quotations for the repair
of the village noticeboard. The board, which
was not very old, was exhibiting all the familiar
symptoms; condensation, stained pinboards,
sticking locks, etc. | decided there and then
that there must be a better way.

What was needed was consistant
quality, reliably delivered. Thus was born
the first Greenbarnes noticeboard.

The idea was simple. This was a scene
recurring in council meetings all over the
country. Local joiners were reinventing the
wheel with a series of “one-off” boards. Surely

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Frequently Asked Questions

Q: What timber is used?

A: We have manufactured boards in a variety
of timbers including oak, iroko, cedar and
utile but unless an alternative is specifically
requested our production now uses oak.

Q: Oak: What are its properties?

A: Oak (Quercus) has been widely used in
both structural joinery and decorative furniture
applications. It is a durable timber and is often
the first choice in surroundings of a traditional
nature. We use European oak, a white oak
in many respects similar to Japanese and
American white oak.

Q: What is the source of the timber used?

A: We have two main sources of supply for oak, both
European, one of which is F.S.C. certified. Our timber
merchant carries Chain of Custody for both F.S.C.
and P.E.F.C timber and has always endeavoured to
buy from established, reputable mills. Many of these
are not certified; this however in no way means that
they are not managing their forests on a sustainable
basis. If you have a project which specifically calls
for the use of certified timber, please contact to
discuss your requirements.

Q: What is the usual finish?

A: The standard finish is light or dark oak woodstain

Q: What about maintenance?

A: All boards are finished with a three-coat
microporous woodstain system, in either light
or dark oak or alternatively, one of the
opaque coloured stains. As for all exterior
joinery, we recommend regular preventative
maintenance to ensure the longest possible
life for our boards. In most conditions
refinishing should be undertaken every three
years, but in areas subject to salt spray or
directly under trees, more frequent treatment
may be desirable.

Q: What is the expected lifespan?

A: It is impossible to give a definite answer as
there are too many variables. However, given
regular maintenance boards will give many
years of trouble-free service.

Features, benefits and Guarantee

Choice of Display Surfaces:

The standard material on all glazed bays is a fibre-board
pinboard. "Self-healing" rubber pinboard is used as
standard for unglazed bays and may also be specified as
an option for glazed bays. Unlike conventional pinboards,
which retain pinholes, this material "heals" when pins are
removed leaving no holes. Other options include magnetic
board, ribbed letterboard for use with moulded letters and
sign-written or encapsulated panels, maps etc.

Choice of Glazing Materials:

4mm toughened safety glass is used as the standard
glazing material in all boards. In locations where the
risk of vandalism is an issue, vandal-resistant, 4mm.
clear polycarbonate sheet may be specified. In order
to maintain optical clarity, the grade of material used is
treated on both faces to ensure resistance to ultra-violet
rays.

Integral Ventilation:

“Secret” vents incorporated in the top glazing beads
and vents at the bottom edges of all doors provide a
constant airflow, thus minimising the problems resulting
from condensation under all but the most severe of
conditions.

Integral Weatherstrip:

The doors of glazed boards are provided with an integral
weatherstrip to the tops and sides.

Problem-free Locking:

All glazed boards have integral locks designed with a
minimum of moving parts. This eliminates the problems
of mis-alignment, corrosion and vandalism frequently
associated with traditional box locks and padlocks.
All locks are keyed alike, (unless otherwise specified),
alleviating the need to carry multiple keys and our
large, easy-grip keys ensure trouble-free access for all
keyholders.

Flexible Access Arrangements:

For boards with multiple users, flexible access
arrangements are easily provided. For example, where
two or more organisatons share a multi-bay board, access
to each bay can be restricted by the use of different lock
inserts and keys for each door. In addition, where public
access is required to all or part of a glazed board, this
can be achieved by specifying "T" handles. These handles
are fitted to the standard locking mechanism giving
permanent access to non-keyholders.
