B Features
Unitized catch function allows easy installation by simply cutting the rails.
Catch function ensures safety, preventing the door being left unclosed.
No bottom track on floor required, providing flat surfaces.
Easy installation with using fewer parts (the part set includes templates for rail
installation).

Hinstallation Notices

/\ Cautions
Observe the indicated measurements, specifications and make sure that the individual sections
are horizontal or vertical as required. Warpage, sloping or twisting of frames and doors could cause
malfunction or impaired performance of the product.
Only for indoor use in general houses. Do not use for other purposes.
Adjust frameworks correctly as it is not possible to make adjustments after installation.
Use only manual screwdrivers. Using an electric screwdriver could cause excessive tightening of screws,
leading to part damage and impaired performance of the product.
Install to the rigid frames that can bear shock during opening/closing and the weight of the door.
Insufficient strength of the framework may not only cause a significant decrease in the performance but
may also result in danger of the door falling off.
After hanging in the door and prior to operating it, make sure that the upper stopper has been installed.
Right- and left-handed opening types are available.

Do not bump or lean against the door to prevent damage or falling off.
Use the handle correctly to prevent fingers from being caught in the door. Be careful especially when small
children are nearby.
Keep the product away from stoves or other source of heat, as this could warp the door and cause an
impaired performance.

This figure shows measurements when the door width is 805 mm.

The rail length (645 mm) increases, if the door width is widened.

Use a recessed type handle for the outside surface of the door. The measurements of the handle
should be less than 3 mm in this case.

Be careful about the installation position of the door stopper, or the outside handle on the front door

may be hidden when the door is housed (when the door is completely open) and it might not be
possible to operate the handle.
