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Minimise maintenance

Some people gain a lot of pleasure from gardening. Others don’t have
the time. Either that or they lack confidence. A simple design using
natural materials needn’t mean hard labour. Sedum matting makes great
groundcover that needs very little maintenance. Wild flower mini-
meadows bring a lot of interest for just one cut a year. If lawn
management is carried out regularly —just like housework — it isn't difficult
to do. (Especially if you hire a lawn-care company to do it for you).

What do you want your garden to do for you?

The first stage in designing your own garden is to create a wish list. Think
of all the activities you would use your garden for if you could, then list
what you need for them.

[ Creativity? Adapting a shed or summerhouse is ideal, if not a
pergola or gazebo can double up for eating al-fresco.

[ Play? What age group are you accommodating, a lawn will adapt
easily to their changing needs.

[ Mobility? Narrow paths, steps or loose surfaces aren’t great for
people who have difficulty walking. If bending is a challenge, you
can always use raised beds to add interest and “lift” plants and
features to where they can be enjoyed. Climbing plants are more
accessible than ground level ones.

Finding an expert

Let the experts do the work.
Garden design is fun and you
should definitely be involved
with it. But remember that
qualified garden designers
have a really thorough
understanding of soil, plants,
products and suppliers. They
can bring new ideas to the
table and ensure that your
outdoor space really does
work for you.

For a good landscaper in your
area, ask for referrals or look
at www.bali.org.uk. Profess-
ional landscapers have a wide
range of skills sets from laying
paving to installing a living
green roof. They can make a
difficult job look easy.
